ABOUT THE DISTRICT 
 

Public Utility District No. 1 of Asotin County was formed in 1984 and began operations in April 
1987.  The District is the exclusive distributor of residential, commercial water services to 
approximately 6,700 customers in Asotin County.  The District also provides limited electrical 
service.  The District is administered by a three-member Board of Commissioners, which appoints 
a General Manager.  The District operates on a $3.6 million annual budget and has 18 
employees. 

 
 
AUDIT HISTORY 
 

We audit the District annually.  The District has had no findings since acquiring and beginning 
operations in April 1987.  This reflects the District’s commitment to strong internal controls and 
compliance with state laws and regulations.
